4. SAFETY | Coll Macdonald | Invent
Safety lies not only in the design and implementation of the course, but also in spectator management and control, and in this respect the King of the Mountain aims to make great strides not only with crowd control but also educating and managing spectator expectations.

On a track such as the Gydo Pass, driver and spectator safety has been further increased by the identification of high risk zones which will be reinforced with safety barriers. In addition, given the limited number of spectator points and the enthusiasm of spectators, the issue of crowd control has in recent years become more critical than ever. A dedicated security team will be positioned throughout the course to not only ensure good behavior, but manage the access of people to and from the mountain. A public address system capable of reaching all spectator points will be used to advise and warn spectators and drivers of any issues that might impact on safety.
