RUNNING OF THE RALLY


Start:

9.1.1 Official time will be GPS time and a master clock will be available at the administrative checking.

9.1.2 The starting order for day one will be published in accordance with SSR 193.16.2 of the current MSA handbook Non-Circuit.
9.2 SUPERally:

SUPERally is a Rally that provides for competitors who retire during a section to rejoin the Rally at the start of the next day.  Any competitor re-starting must respect the technical and sporting regulations including the Itinerary. Any Crew wishing to restart the following day must advise the Clerk of the Course by no later than 18h00 on day 1.


The Clerk of the Course may require re-scrutineering of the car before rejoining the next day. The C o C will determine the restart positions of the cars rejoining.
Any crew rejoining the Rally will not be classified and can not score points in the

Championship.

14.1 Competitors are urged to ensure that they are familiar with Parts I, II and V of the 2009 MSA Handbook – Non-Circuit.

14.4 Only one Service Panel will be provided.  Any additional panels required – see Official Entry Form.

14.5 IMPOSSIBLE TIMES: The Clerk of the Course may at his sole discretion adjust any Special Stage time that is deemed to be impossible.  The offending crew will be accorded a time 10 seconds per kilometer or part thereof slower than the fastest car in the same class.

15. REFUELLING: Art. 13, 14, & 18 of the MSA Environmental Code refers.
· Entrants/Competitors/Service crews are reminded to read and implement MSA ENVIRONMENTAL CODE as laid down in the MSA Handbook – pages 171 to 197.

· Competitors may only refuel in the refuel zones designated by the orgainisers in the Road Books.
· Their entry / exit shall be marked by a BLUE fuel can symbol.

· Any action inside the refueling zone not directly involved in the refueling of the competing vehicle is prohibited.

· A speed limit of 5kph will apply in the refueling zone.

· The responsibility for refueling is incumbent on the competitor alone.

· Engines must be switched off throughout the refueling operation.

· It is recommended that the Crew remains outside of the vehicle during refueling, however should the Crew remain inside, the safety belts must be unfastened.

· A car may be pushed out of the zone by the Crew, Officials and / or the two team members without incurring a penalty.
· Solely for the purpose of assisting with the refueling procedure on their car, two team members of the Crew may access this zone.

Please note: When necessary as part of service, changing a fuel tank or pump, emptying and / or refilling is permitted in a service park provided that:

· The work is carried out under the supervision of a Marshal.

· No other work is carried out on the car during the emptying and / or refilling operation.

· A suitable safety perimeter is established around the car.
· Two fire Marshals are present with fire extinguishers suitable for use on flammable liquids.
· Only sufficient fuel is added to reach the refuel zone.
16. SHAKEDOWN STAGE:

A controlled test stage will be made available on Thursday 2nd April from 09h00 until 14h00. Officials present will control access to the stage to ensure all competitors have an equal opportunity to test.
