This CLUB event will be called the Hi-Q RALLYSTAR SPRINT

DESCRIPTION OF THE EVENT

The event is a club event and will consist of a minimum of three timed runs on a pre-determined course as set out by the Organisers. The course will be on dirt varying between 1.4 and 5km and the competition will be open to cars according to the classes as set out below.
6.
VENUE
The venue will be at the Rallystar Motorsport Academy.  The Rallystar track is situated 4.5kms on the R51 to Benoni/Springs from the Bapsfontein crossing (R50/R51) GPS READINGS 26:02.20.26 S and 28:23.31.67 E

7.
GATE ENTRY 

A Gate entry of R30 per person will be charged at the gate. A free Boerewors roll will be handed to every ticket holder.

8.
ENTRIES:
8.1
Entries open immediately and will close on Wednesday 8 September 2010 at 18h00. Late entries will be accepted until 09h30 on the day of the event at an extra charge of R50. The organisers reserve the right to limit the number of entries or to refuse any entry. 

8.2
Competitor and/or vehicle changes will be allowed at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.  (Refer GCR 99 (vii)).  

8.3
The Clerk of the Course reserves the right to limit the number of drivers per vehicle.

9.
ENTRY FEES:
9.1
The entry fee will be R350.00 until 18h00 on Wednesday 8 September 2010 at 18h00. Late entries will be accepted for R400 until 09h00 on Saturday 11 August 2010. Please refer to “re-entry” after Test One. –see clause 16.
9.2
All cheques, postal orders, etc, to be crossed and made payable to Pretoria Motor Club. 

9.3
No entry will be accepted unless it is on the Official Entry form and accompanied by the appropriate entry fee. (Refer GCR 95).

9.4
Should more than one competitor drive a competing car, this must be brought to the attention of the officials accepting the entries. 

9.5
Every competitor will be deemed an entrant and will be required to comply with all requirements as stipulated in these supplementary regulations, as well as the applicable MSA rules. 

10.
STARTING ORDER: 

The Organisers shall determine the starting order subject to any described seeding or performance, safety decision.  Starting times will be allocated and drivers will be grouped by the CoC.  Late entries will have to start at the back of the pack.  
11.
COMPETITION NUMBERS AND SPONSOR LOGOS:
11.1
Each competitor will be allocated a competition number that must be displayed on the right-hand side of the competing vehicle – competitors with allocated numbers shall use the same number if still available for the specific event.

11.2
The number must remain visible at all times during the competition. 

11.3
Should more than one competitor drive a competing vehicle, the number of the competitor not driving should be blanked out for scoring as well as identification purposes. 

11.4
All sponsors logos must be displayed to the satisfaction of the organisers and a competitor must comply with requests before doing the next Test. 

11.5
The organisers shall have the right to refuse the competitor entry to the tests if the latter fail to display the various decals or logos.

12.
SCORING
12.1
All timed runs will be scored and will count towards the result of the Rally Sprint. The times for all the runs of the day shall determine the final position and allocation of trophies as listed in paragraph 24 of these supplementary regulations shall be awarded.

12.2
The Maxcap system as described in Clause 16 shall apply.

12.3
Competitors competing under a “Time Handicap” system shall be timed according to their handicap and in case of the “Starchase” series the scoring shall be done either on a timed basis or on distance covered during a certain time, or until the competitor is stopped by the red lights.

13.
ELIGIBILITY   

The event is open to all competitors who hold a minimum of a Club competition licence valid for Rallies. 

14.
POSTPONEMENTS, ABANDONMENT OR CANCELLATION
Refer to GCR 244 of the MSA HANDBOOK.

15.
CLASSES
       
Class A:  
2 wheel drive cars with normally aspirated engine with maximum capacity of 1440cc

Class B:  
2 wheel drive cars with normally aspirated engine with maximum capacity of 1649cc

Class C: 
2 wheel drive cars with normally aspirated engine with capacity between 1650cc & 2000cc 

Class D: 
2 or 4 x 4 driven Turbo charged Cars with maximum capacity of 2000cc complying with the 

   
turbo intake restriction according to the FIA rules as applicable to MSA controlled cars.

Open Class: 
Normally aspirated or turbo charged cars (2X4 or 4x4) with a capacity between 2001 and 7000cc or Rotary engines or Class D cars without turbo intake restriction.  
Lower classes will be allowed into higher classes, but not the other way round.

16.1 
“RALLY SPRINT MAXCAP” SYSTEM

The Maxcap system will work as follows:

16.1.1
Competitors will be allowed to re-enter the event at the normal entry fee if they so choose. This will allow them to do one re-run on Test One with only the second run counting or Maxcap time applied.  The Maxcap system may be used only for two Tests during the event but the last Test will not qualify if the second last Test was run under Maxcap.

16.1.2
Maxcap times will be determined for every Test after the test was run and will depend solely by the decision of the scorer.  The Super Special Maxcap will most probably be 4 minutes. 
16.1.3
Maxcap times to be applied will be published during the event.  

16.1.4 
Should the car come to a standstill in the stage the recovery team will immediately go in to remove it and a time will be allocated to the competitor at the end control.

16.1.5
The driver will then have to get to the Time Control Official within this allowed time in order to qualify for Maxcap and he/she will then be allocated a time to clock in for the next Test. 
16.1.6
Should the competitor fail to repair the car and reach the next Test within the allocated time, the competitor will receive Maxcap plus ten minutes for every Test missed or where he/she took longer than that to complete the Test and if two Tests are not completed the competitor will not be eligible for any prizes or prize money. 

16.1.7 
Should a competitor have used the allocated “Maxcap” he/she will still be able to use his/her actual time taken to complete the other Tests. No time slower than “Maxcap” plus ten minutes will however be recorded.
16.1.6 
Every entrant will therefore be scored in the end.
17.
SUPER SPECIAL and SUPER SPECIAL CHALLENGE

17.1
Competitors will at the sole discretion of the CoC be allowed to issue a Super Special Challenge to any other competitor and such a controlled run will take place immediately after the last car completed the last test. Such a run will cost R50 and prizes may be allocated also at the discretion of the CoC and co-operation of sponsors.

17.2
Any such challenge must be registered before the third test is closed.

17.3
Competitor’s previous Sprint times taken from available 2009 times will determine the starting positions for the Super Special Test and will be adapted along the season.  
18.
TIME CARDS 

18.1
Competitors will be required to report to the start of the next Test 10 minutes after commencing the previous Test.  Competitors will be allowed to nominate their book-in time, provided they are within the 10 minute period.  Lateness will be calculated at 5 seconds per minute or part thereof after due time, added to the Test time for the next Test.
18.2
Time calculations will depend on a number of factors and will therefore solely be at the discretion of the CoC or his deputy.
18.3
Cards not handed in within 10 minutes after completion of any Test will be discarded and MaxCap will be applied.      
19.
SCRUTINEERING
All cars must be presented for scrutineering at least 20 min. before their start time.  Any vehicle considered by the Scrutineers to be unsafe will not be allowed to start.  The following will be checked in particular:

PRE-START REQUIREMENTS
Entry fee paid, completed entry form, signed indemnity, scrutineering mark, current competition licence for driver.

The minimum age for a competitor will be as per SSR 165.2 - which is 15½ years old at the start of that year. This entry is at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.  If the Clerk of the Course finds it necessary to withdraw any above-mentioned entry for safety purposes, the decision is final.  No exceptions to the rule.  Proof of age as well as parent/guardian permission has to be produced.  Please refer to Rally Circular 1 of 2010.  
Stickers and numbers (rear side windows) as supplied or requested by the organisers must be displayed on the car to the satisfaction of the Scrutineers.

NO DAY LICENCES WILL BE AVAILABLE AT DOCUMENTATION - OBTAIN FROM MSA OFFICE
21.
THE ROUTE
The organiser’s arrows, warning boards, bunting, route markers, etc will mark the route.  No navigational aids such as odometers will be required but may be used.  

22.
CONTROLS AND PROCEDURE AT CONTROLS:
          
At the start: A control identified by a control board.

          
At the flying finish:  A control board with a flag on the board identifying this point.

          

At the end:  A control board with the word STOP indicating the competitor must stop at this point.

Along the route, controls may be placed at the discretion of the organisers where deviation from the route is possible. These controls will be manned by Observers and will not be identified to competitors.

SCORING


Competitors’ times for each of the timed runs will be recorded and scored.

PRIZES AND AWARDS* please refer to overall series

If less than:
*5 entries/finishers are received in a class - trophies only and only for first place will be awarded

* 5 and more entries/finishers are received in a class - trophies and cash will be awarded as per schedule. 

No awards will be handed out to absentees from prize-giving. 

25.     
PRIZE GIVING AND RESULTS:
Provisional results will be announced as soon as possible after the last competitor has finished the event, at the venue for the Prize Giving, which will be announced at the event.  Results will become final 30 minutes after the Provisional Results have been published in the event of there being no protest. The Prize Giving will be held after the results became final, at the Rallystar Motorsport Academy.

In the event of a protest being received prior to the results becoming final an announcement shall be made as to the time and place at which prize giving will take place. Prize-giving may be held immediately excluding the class in which the protest has been received. 

26.
ENVIRONMENTAL CODE

Competitor’s attention is drawn to the MSA Environmental Code.  The use of Environmental mats during servicing is compulsory.  IN THE CASE OF CONFIRMED SPILLAGE, A FINE OF R1,000-00 (ONE THOUSAND RAND) WILL BE LEVIED AND THE RELEVANT CREW/S WILL HAVE TO CLEAN UP THE SPILLAGE TO THE LAND OWNER’S SATISFACTION AND PAY THE COSTS THEREOF.   
27.
PENALTIES
a)  Jumping the start - 10 second penalty

b) Deviation from the route with an unfair advantage to the competitor in the sole opinion of the Stewards – exclusion

c)  Vehicle not complying with Class requirements – exclusion

d)  Dangerous and/or unsporting behaviour – exclusion

e)  Failing to comply with control requirements - not allowed to start.

f)   Should more than one competitor drive a competing vehicle, the competitor registered under the lowest number displayed on the car, if other numbers are not blanked out, shall be deemed the responsible person for the conduct of the driver in the car at the time of any transgression or activity.

TIMETABLE
Documentation and Scrutineering will take place at the Rallystar Academy and will start at 08H30, and a Drivers Briefing will be held at 09H00 with the first run starting after a recce run at 09h30.

31.
RACE OF CHAMPIONS

31.1
Results of the best seven events will be added and then halved.  The Top Ten plus two competitors will be invited to participate in the HiQ Pirelli Rallystar Race of champions and the overall champion will then be declared after the points scored according to Race of Champions have been added.  

31.2
The first three competitors will each receive a trophy and cash prizes and any other incentive the organisers want to add.  

31.3
The final amounts and benefits will be announced before the third event.  
32.     
GENERAL
32.1
Navigators will be permitted in the vehicle while competing provided that:

32.1.1
The driver is a holder of at least a MSA club competition license valid for rallies or higher. 

32.1.2
The car in which they compete is equipped with a roll cage/roll bar and safety belts.  There will be no exceptions.

32.1.3
The navigator has signed the appropriate indemnity individually or with parents or guardian signed consent where applicable. 

32.1.4
At all times while on the course, drivers and navigator must have safety belts & crash helmets securely fastened.

3.1.5
Any driver found shortcutting or cutting corners will be allocated the appropriate Maxcap time plus 10 minutes penalty.

33.
INDEMNITY

The standard MSA indemnity will apply and by entering for the event, by signing the entry form competitors accept all the applicable rules and indemnifies the organisers, organising club, promoters, sponsors, officials and other competitors from any claims for damage caused by any reason whatsoever, related or unrelated to the event, or the running of the event. 

34.
SPEED LIMIT AND DRIVERS CONDUCT

34.1
The general speed limit of 15km/h will be implemented in the Pit, service area and a limit of 25km/h will apply on all so called open areas on the Rallystar premises – drivers will be fined for speeding and/or be excluded from the event in extreme cases where it is found in the sole discretion of the Stewards that the driver’s conduct was reckless or dangerous.
