With the exception of the Steward of the meeting and any Judges of Fact who may be appointed, all official and members of the Organising Committee listed are authorised to assist Competitors in terms of SSR 311.

Judges of Fact, whose names will appear on the Official Notice Board, will be appointed and their duties will be as follows:

· To observe the start of the event

· To observe the road crossings

· To observe whether the white and yellow lights of competing vehicles are functioning (See SSR 313)

· To observe whether there are any refuelling infringements.

4. DESCRIPTION

4.1 Prologue – CARS ONLY

4.1.1 The Prologue of approximately 30 km will start at 13h00 on Friday 29th November 2002.  The Prologue will be run in classes in the following order: A,T,D,B,S,E,F& C.

4.1.2 Competitors will be required to place their vehicles in a pre-race paddock at Carnival City, Brakpan by no later than 12h30 (refer SSR 311 (i)).

4.1.3 There will be no prologue for bikes and quads.

4.2 2002 Carnival City 400

4.2.1 Competitors will be required to complete the 2002 Carnival City Casino 400 of approximately 400 kilometres long and comprising three (3) laps of approximately 140 kilometres.  This format could be changed should terrain be too wet.

4.2.2 Bikes and Quads will be required to complete 2 x loops of approximately 140km each.

4.2.3 The crew and vehicle combination with the fastest Prologue time will start the 2002 Carnival City Casino 400 at 08h00 on Saturday 30th November 2002, followed by the other crew and vehicle combinations in the order and at the intervals established in the Prologue.  (Refer SSR 315 (i)).

4.2.4 In the event of one or more crew and vehicle combinations establishing identical times on the Prologue the starting order will be determined in favour of the combination which established the time first.

6. REFUELLING AND DESIGNATED SERVICE POINTS

6.1 Designated Service Point

The designated service point on the 2002 Carnival City Casino 400 for Cars will be at Carnival City Casino and Entertainment Centre.

The designated service point on the 2002 Carnival City Casino 400 for Bikes and Quads will be no more than 70km from the start.  The fuel should be loaded on the fuel truck, which will be parked at the entrance to the bike / quad pits by no later than 07h45 am on the morning of the 30th November 2002

6.2 NEW REFUELLING RULE IN OFF-ROAD CAR RACING

The driver and co-driver may remain seated in the vehicle during the refuelling process, provided that:

6.2.1 The engine has been switched off and remains off throughout the refuelling process

6.2.2 The doors, in the case of a production vehicle and the roof lid, in the case of a special vehicle, are open throughout the refuelling process

6.2.3 The driver and co-driver’s safety harnesses are unbuckled throughout the refuelling process

6.2.4 One crewmember, equipped with a fire extinguisher, is positioned on the driver’s side of the vehicle and another crewmember, also equipped with a fire extinguisher is positioned on the co-driver’s side of the vehicle throughout the refuelling process.  Until the refuelling process is complete, these two crew members may not perform any other task

6.2.5 The fire extinguishers used during the refuelling process shall have a minimum capacity of 2,0kg each.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THIS PROCEDURE WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE EXCLUSION. 

7. CLASSES

7.1 Vehicles will be divided into the classes as contained in the MSA Handbook -  Part II:  Classification and Vehicle Specifications for Off-Road Motor Vehicles, as amended.

Special Vehicle Category:  

Classes A,B,C and S.

Production Vehicle Category:  
Classes D,E,T and F

Bikes & Quads:

8. AWARDS

8.1 All awards will be presented to the crew of the vehicle unless the entrant claims the awards in writing upon entering the event.  Refer GCR 281 (I)

8.2 Competitors much be classified as finishers of the event to be eligible for awards that are based on the final results of the Event.  Refer GCR 281 (iv).  This, however, does not apply to any special awards, which the Organisers may choose to make.

8.3 All awards will be distributed at prize giving.  Any competitor who is not present and who has not made a prior arrangement with the Clerk of the Course or Secretary of the Meeting shall forfeit all such awards.  Refer GCR 280 (iii)

8.4 Overall Awards

8.4.1 First Special Vehicle Overall

8.4.2 First Production Vehicle Overall

8.5 Class Awards

8.5.1 Awards will be made to competitors placed, first, second and third in all classes

8.6 Team Awards

8.6.1 Teams awards will be made in accordance with SSR 320.  Refer to GCR 281 (ii) and (iii).

8.7 Finishers Badges

8.7.1 Finisher’s badges will be presented to all competitors classified as finishers of the Event.  Refer SSR 308 (I).  The Organisers reserve the right not to present finishers badges to competitors who fail to hand in an Incident Report Form within thirty (30) minutes of having finished the event.

8.8 Awards for Bike and Quad Classes will be given to 1st, 2nd and 3rd place in each class.

9. RIGHTS OF THE CLERK OF THE COURSE / PROMOTER AND ORGANISER

9.1 The Clerk of the Course reserves the right  (subject to the approval of the Stewards of the Meeting) to:

9.1.1 Alter the departure times and route if forced to do so through weather conditions, or for any other reasons;

9.1.2 Alter the starting and scoring methods if it is found necessary to do so

9.1.3 If the route becomes impassable due to water, mud etc, the Organisers may provide a facility to tow the affected Competitors so as to clear the route

9.1.4 The Competitors will be assisted on a “FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED” basis and there will be no time allowance given.

GENERAL:

 NO riding around in the pits or the surrounding areas with any race vehicle / bike / quad or non-racing vehicle / bike/ quad will be allowed.  The relevant competitor will be penalised for such infringement by the competitor or any friends / support crew.

 No verbal or physical abuse of any Marshal or Official will be tolerated during the race.  Failure to comply with this will result action being taken against the guilty party, and any associated competitor, and they will be reported to Motorsport S.A.

 No person or Service Crew may try to uplift a broken down vehicle during the race.  They are to wait until the race is finished.  Any person found to be in contravention of this rule will result in the guilty party, and any associated competitor, being penalised and reported to Motorsport S.A.

 The route should always be treated as if there is traffic from an oncoming side.

 Please beware of animals en route.

 Competitors have been cautioned that all precautions have been taken to mark danger points, however, it is impossible to mark all the points.  Please treat virgin terrain with extreme caution!!!
 Any Competitor who fails to STOP at a road crossing will be penalised in accordance with SSR 319A (v).

 The Koepel Club Junior prize-giving will be held at the same time as the Carnival City Casino 400  prize giving.

· PLEASE DO NOT BOTHER THE TIMEKEEPERS AND SCORERS. RESULTS WILL BE POSTED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTER THE PROLOGUE AND THE RACE
