DOCUMENTATION AND PRE-EVENT SCRUTINEERING
11.1      All competitors will be required to undergo documentation and scrutineering between 14h00 and 17h00

on Friday, 13TH June 2003 at GAME CITY.All Motorcycles / Quads will be inspected and  scrutinised by the officials and any Motorcycle / Quad        which fails to comply withSSR’s 321, 322, 341,342 will not be allowed to start the event. 

12      REFUELLING

12.1  - Racing Section 1 will have 3 refuel points  The first two refuel must be undertaken by the  respective   Crews as they are accessable  at Spectator Points and the third point will be done by the organizers

12.2  - Racing Section 2 will also have 3 refuel points. The first will be done by the organizers and the second and third by their crews

12.3  -  Competitors must ensure that they have provided sufficient fuel in containers to the organizers by no later than 17h00 on the 13th June 2003 for transport to the refuel point provided by the organisers.( Containers that are not robust or are leaking will not be accepted by the organizers )

12.4  -  Competitors attention is drawn to SSR 337 regarding refuelling

Motorcycle/quad competitors are reminded that they are required to have their fuel containers on the fuel trucks by 17h00.. 

13. 
FINISH AND ROUTE CHECK CONTROL CARDS
13.1 - The finish of the event will take the form of a timed control point.  The chequered flag will be shown to 

the leading competitors in all categories, however, they will not necessarily be the winners of the event.  

The competitors’ elapsed time on Racing Sections 1 and 2 of the event together with any penalties will 

be used to determine the competitors total time for the event.  The competitors in each category with the least total time will be declared the winners of the event.

13.2 All competitors will be issued with a route check control card at documentation.  Loss of this card may 

result in the competitor concerned being classified as a non-finisher.  The onus rests on the competitor to hand in his route check card within 30 minutes of finishing the event.
14. 
RETIREMENT AND INCIDENT REPORT FORMS
14.1 Retirement

Should a competitor retire from the event he is to immediately notify the nearest radio marshal / official  

of this fact in writing.  Competitors who have retired from the event must proceed to Race Headquarters as soon as possible and hand in their route check card and complete an incident report form.  Failure to

notify the Organisers in writing on the Incident Report Form within one hour of retiring from the event may result in a fine of R1 000 being charged to any competitor found to have safely retired 

from the event without notifying the Organisers.  

14.2 Incident Report Forms

All competitors will be issued with an Incident Report Form at documentation.  This form must be  

handed to the Organisers either on completion of the event or on retirement from the event.  Failure to comply with this regulation will result in the competitor concerned being fined R1 000.
Any incidents involving any person or property must be recorded on this form.  Should a competitor fail to report any incident involving damage to any person or property on this form in addition to the penalty laid down in SSR 339(vi) that competitor may be reported to MSA for further action.  In particular, competitors are requested to notify the Organisers of any damaged/broken fences/gates so that the necessary repairs may be carried out. 

15.
PARC FERME

15.1 On finishing Racing Section 2 all competitors will be required to place their vehicles iParc Ferme  

where all vehicles will be held until the time bar has expired or as determined by the Clerk of the Course.  Should the Clerk of the Course extend the Time Bar, for whatever reason, the release time for the Parc Ferme will be extended accordingly.  The Organisers may, at their discretion carry our post-event scrutineering.  Refer to GCR 254. 

16.  
TIME BAR
           16.1      The time bar for Racing Section 1 will be 17h00 on Saturday, 14th June 2003. Time bar at the finish on   

15th June 2003 will be 13h00. In terms of SSR 327 (ii) the Clerk of the Course may extend these time bars at his discretion.

16.2  
Should a competitor arrive at the marshal point after the time bar specified (or as extended by the Clerk   

of the Course), he/she will be time barred from the event. He/she will be required to hand in their route  

check cards, will be excluded from the results, and will be instructed to return to Race Headquarters by the most direct route.  The Organisers will not be responsible for sweeping and/or medical recovery of any competitor who disregards a marshal’s instructions in this regard.

SWEEPS AND RECOVERY

17.1 It is intended that there will be sweep vehicles on all Racing Sections to pick up riders who are  

injured or stranded.  Competitors are to note that the Organisers are not obliged under any circumstances to provide any service for the recovery of vehicles although they will endeavour to help where possible. 

19.  
GENERAL
The Organisers have been afforded the privilege of staging this event through populated, cultivated and  remote areas.  Please exercise caution through populated and cultivated areas and where livestock is concerned.  Competitors are required to act responsibly so that the event may take place in the future.

The route may traverse cultivated and grazing land (veld), when it does competitors are to stay on the route and away from vegetation.  Competitors not found doing so will be excluded from the event and reported to MSA for further disciplinary action. In many places the route may be narrow and dust and 

mud may be a problem. You should therefore, afford any competitor who has caught up with you every opportunity to overtake.

Competitors are requested to be considerate to the landowners when retrieving stranded racing vehicles from the route and to ensure that damage to cultivated and grazing lands is avoided when retrieving their vehicles.  Failure to comply will result in disciplinary action being taken against the competitor concerned..

Saturday  evening,22 June and 05h00 on Sunday morning, 15TH  June 2003.




Penalty: The penalty for contravention of Clause 26.1.2 above will be exclusion.

Judges of Fact will be appointed to observe compliance with the above.  

25.1.3 Camping – Competitors and their service crews are earnestly requested not to litter. Camp sites and pits will be inspected and action will be taken against competitors who allow their crews to litter .( Leave the site in a better condition than it was found) An area will be provided at the entrance to the Over Night Stop for the disposal of litter, 
25.1.4  
A limited number of showers and toilets will be provided by the Organisers and because water is  scarce, competitors, crews and spectators are requested to use the water sparingly. 

25.1.5 Please note that from 22h00 on Saturday evening, any activity which disturbs fellow

competitors and other campers, will not be tolerated. Offenders will be escorted from the camping area by the Botswana Police.

Route
25.2.1
Livestock and game may be encountered along the route and you are requested to give them 

the right of way at all times.

25.2.2 In many places the route may be narrow and dust may also be a problem, you should therefore  

afford any competitor who has caught up with you, every  opportunity to overtake. 

25.2.3  The residents in the area have afforded us the privilege of staging this event through both

populated and remote areas.  Please exercise caution through kraals and cultivated areas and 

where livestock is concerned.  In order that this event may continue to take place in the future, competitors are required to act responsibly.

25.2.4 Passage through villages:

Please note that the maximum speed through a village or settlement is 60kph.

25.2.5 Competitors must not overtake within the confines of a village or settlement.




Penalty: The penalty for contravention of Art. 25.2.4 and 25.2.5 will be 15 minutes.

25.2.6 The unwritten rule of the road in Botswana is that animals have the right of way at all times. If 

you cause injury to an animal (or of course to any person) it is a criminal offence not to stop.  You are required to hand a note addressed to the District Commissioner or Commissioner of Police, giving details of the incident and location. (An Accident Report Form is included in your rally envelope for this purpose.)

Medical Assistance

The following medical assistance will be available to competitors during the course of the event:

The helicopter will have a qualified paramedic with them at all times and will be in radio contact 

with Race Control and the marshal points along the route.

Six medical rescue teams will be following the race along the main road and will be in radio  

contact with Race Control and the marshals along the route.

Accident Report Form

The Incident Report Form  and Accident Report Form. These documents must be carried on the competitor’s person during the course of the competition. Motorcycle and quad competitors will receive these forms at documentation.

on their retirement or completion of the event. The onus is on you to ensure that you obtain a receipt from the relevant marshal/official. Failure to do so will result in you being liable for a fine of R1 000.
