The leading motor vehicle will start the Racing Section at 08h00. Club Competitors to complete 1 lap of 225 km and will start after the last National Competitor.

12.1 All competitors will be required to complete documentation and scrutineering. on Friday, 25 July 2003 at the Mmabatho Tusk Hotel. Documentation and scrutineering opens at 08h30. Documentation closes at 11h00 and scrutineering at 12h00.

13 PIT AREA AT THE MMABATHO TUSK HOTEL

13.1 Pit access will only be given to service vehicles, which display PIT ACCESS stickers. Due to limited space only two (2) service vehicles, per entry, will be permitted Pit Access.  Competitors are asked to be considerate when setting up their pit and afford other competitors space.

13.2 The Organisers will provide security in the pit area between the hours of 18h00 and 06h00 on 24, 25 & 26 July 2003.  The Sponsors, Promotors and/or Organisers cannot however be held liable for any loss or damage to vehicles left in this area.

REFUELLING AND DESIGNATED SERVICE POINTS
14.1
Designated Service Point(s)

The Designated Service Point on the Racing Section will be at the halfway point, at the end of the first loop (±225km) and is 1km North of the Mmabatho Tusk Hotel on the left side of the main road to Ramatlabama.  Refer SSR 317. Competitors are asked to be considerate when setting up their pit and afford other competitors space.

FINISH AND ROUTE CHECK CONTROL CARDS
15.1
The finish of the event will take the form of a timed control point Refer to SSR 307 (i). The chequered flag will be shown to the leading competitors in all categories, however, they will not necessarily be the winners of the event. The competitors’ elapsed time on the Prologue and the Racing Section together with any penalties will be used to determine the competitors total time for the event.  The competitors in each category with the least total time will be declared the winners of the event.  Refer also to SSR 308.

All competitors will be issued with a route check control card at documentation.  Loss of this card may result in the competitor concerned being classified as a non-finisher.  The onus rests on the competitor to hand in his route check card on completion of the event.

The time bar for The Prologue will be 17h00 on Friday, 25 July 2003. Time bar for the Racing Section on 26 July 2003 will be 18h00. In terms of SSR 308 (ii) the Clerk of the Course may extend these time bars at his discretion. Time bar/s will operate at the Designated Service Point  - refer SR 3.

Should a competitor arrive at the marshal point after the time bar specified (or as extended by the Clerk of the Course), he/she will be time barred from the event. He/she will be required to hand in their route check cards, will be excluded from the results, and will be instructed to return to Race Headquarters by the most direct route.  The Organisers will not be responsible for sweeping and/or medical recovery of any competitor who disregards a marshal’s instructions in this regard.

SWEEPS AND RECOVERY

It is intended that there will be sweep vehicles on all Racing Sections to pick up crewmembers who are injured or stranded.  Competitors are to note that the Organisers are not obliged under any circumstances to provide any service for the recovery of vehicles although they will endeavour to help where possible.

Livestock and game may be encountered along the route and you are requested to give them the right of way at all times.

In many places the route may be narrow and dust may also be a problem, you should therefore afford any competitor who has caught up with you, every opportunity to overtake.

The residents in the area have afforded us the privilege of staging this event through both populated and remote areas.  Please exercise caution through kraals and cultivated areas and where livestock is concerned and also beware of wood gatherers in the vicinity of the route.  In order that this event may continue to take place in the future, competitors are required to act responsibly.

19.4.4 
Passage through villages:

19.4.4.1 Please note that the maximum speed through a village or settlement is 60kph.

19.4.4.2
Competitors may not overtake within the confines of a village or settlement.

19.5 
Medical Assistance

The following medical assistance will be available to competitors during the course of the event:

Two medical rescue teams and the Kopanong Hotel Medical helicopter will be placed at strategic points along the route and will be in radio contact with Race Control and the marshals along the route.

19.6
General

The route may traverse cultivated and grazing land (veld), when it does competitors are to stay on the route and away from vegetation.  Competitors found not doing so will be excluded from the event and reported to MSA for further disciplinary action.

Competitors are requested to be considerate to the landowners when retrieving stranded racing vehicles from the route and to ensure that damage to cultivated and grazing lands is avoided when retrieving their vehicles.  Failure to comply will result in disciplinary action being taken against the competitor concerned.

PENALTIES
