2004 INTERCLUB RALLY SPRINT CHALLENGE

FINAL INSTRUCTIONS

1. The rally sprint will take place at ERORA (East Rand Off Road Association) and will start at the times indicated in the supplementary regulations (documentation = 10h00; drivers briefing = 11h45; first car starts = 12h00).
2. Directions to ERORA: From the direction of Pretoria, take the R21 South towards the east rand.  Take the Bronkhorstspruit/Tembisa (R25) turn off (the first off ramp after the Engen 1 Stop).  Turn left towards Tembisa/Johannesburg (R25).  At the traffic lights, take the slipway to left towards Kempton Park (M57)/ Modderfontein/Esselen Park (R25).  Turn right at the next traffic light towards the R25-Johannesburg.  Go underneath the train bridge, past Esselen Park on the right hand side of the road at the traffic light.  ERORA is on the left hand side of the road, 700m after the bridge.

3. Please bring along masking tape or shoe polish to mark your car with your competition number, which will be allocated to you at documentation.

4. Please note that all competitors must be present at the drivers briefing, however, documentation and scrutiny will continue still afterwards.

5. Please note that every competitor will be allocated a starting time for the first run at documentation.  Starting times for the 2nd and 3rd runs will be allocated at the start control, but competitors should try and remain in the starting order of the 1st run.  If you, for any reason, cannot make your allocated starting time, please report this to the secretary of the meeting or the route director, so that a later time can be allocated to the competitor.  In cases where a competitor has to withdraw from any of the runs, this must also please be reported.

6. The rally headquarters and central service area will be around the kiosk area.  Please note that there is a kiosk at ERORA that sells cold drinks and some alcoholic beverages, as well as chips.  There are also braai facilities available, so feel free to bring meat and charcoal and have a braai afterwards.

7. The prize-giving will take place at rally headquarters.
